She 
joined the ANU School of Art in 1995 and is convenor of the Graduate Research program.  In 2014, 
she became Director of the Centre for Art History and Art Theory at the School of Art. 
Jenni Kemarre Martiniello is a prolific artist and writer and graduate of the ANU and the ANU School 
of Art.  She was introduced to glass during a group residency at the Canberra Glassworks in 2008. 
The group exhibition IndigiGlass08: Postcards from the Referendum, was created to mark the 
40th anniversary of the 1967 Aboriginal referendum.  Martiniello was the 2013 Winner of the 30th 
Telstra NATSIA Award, Museum and Art Gallery of the Northern Territory.
